Architecture Is on the Front Row

Thanks to Tom Diehl, architect and faculty member at the Gerald D. Hines College of Architecture at the University of Houston, an occasional series on architecture and urban design is now part of a radio program on the Houston arts scene on KUHF.  The Front Row, hosted by Dean Dalton, airs Monday through Friday at 88.7 FM from 3 – 4 pm.
