Houston Begins Addressing Future Growth Challenges 
A Note from the Editor

In the last month two significant events have taken place which indicate the City will act to position Houston as a highly desirable place to live and work in the 21st century.  At the Citizens’ Congress II, Houstonians suggested ways the city could be configured to accommodate a 30% increase in population and the Planning Commission announced committees will explore new f tools for future development similar to concepts embraced at Congress II.

On May 6th, 500 participants at the Citizens Congress II weighed 3 views of how the region can accommodate 3.2 million more people and still protect its quality of life.  They concluded the advantages outweigh the disadvantages for the city to move in a new direction.

On June 1st, the Planning Commission announced it will address a number of the growth concepts endorsed by the Citizens Congress II as building blocks for adopting a new direction for the city. Six committees will address planning issues including town centers, transportation corridors, flood control, neighborhood preservation and mobility. 

Blueprint Houston applauds the Planning Commission for its new initiatives.  We will continue in our role to facilitate public dialogue about planning for our city’s future and  to advocate for initiatives that move us closer to a long term vision of the city that reflects the citizens’ values and goals.
